A TAROT MNEMONIC

The following mnemonic (memory aid) is keyed to the pictures of the Rider/Waite/Smith
tarot deck, and to the mystic titles assigned to the cards by the Golden Dawn. It consists of a
sentence apiece for each of the minor arcana that the Golden Dawn (and several other magical
teaching groups) associated with the thirty-six decans of the zodiac (ten-degree segments).
Essentially, if one is having difficulties memorizing the meaning of a particular card, the associated
sentence is used to prompt one’s memory; much like the sentence, “Mary’s violet eyes make John sit
up nights planning” aids a student in remembering the order of the planets in our solar system
(Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, Neptune, Pluto).
